Selecting the right tree for your yard is important for its
long-term health and aesthetic appeal. To help with this,
we have adapted a list from City Plants of small, medium,
and large trees at maturity that are best suited for
residential yards.

Deciduous/Evergreen: Deciduous trees shed their leaves seasonally, while evergreen trees retain their
leaves year-round.

Size: Canopy Width x Maximum Height indicates the typical size range of the tree when mature.
Water use: Describes the tree's water needs.

Sun: Specifies the amount of sunlight the tree prefers.

Growth Rate: Indicates the average growth rate of the tree per year.

Defining_Characteristics: Unique features or attributes that set the tree apart.

It is recommended to plant fruit trees in the winter or

early spring, as this allows the trees to establish their

roots before the summer heat sets in. When selecting a
planting location, choose a spot that receives adequate

sunlight and has well-draining soil. Regular watering is
also important for healthy fruit tree growth, especially
during the hot summer months.

How to Plant Your New Tree!

Planting

1. Clear the area of weeds and grass.

2. Dig a hole.

Measure the height of the root ball (where the trunk meets the soil) and dig a
hole as deep as the height of the root ball, and two to three times the width.

3. Place the tree.

Carefully remove the tree from the pot to avoid damaging the root ball. Place the tree in the
hole and ensure that the top of the root ball is level or 17 above ground. Gently massage the

roots.

4. Backfill around the root ball.

Tamp the soil as you backfill to eliminate air pockets. When backfilling is complete, the root ball

should be at the level of the soil or 1”7 above ground.

5. Build a watering berm
(a low ring of dirt around the tree).

Build the berm about 6 inches high, outside the root ball perimeter.

6. Water the tree.

Slowly water the tree with a hose or bucket. Give the tree 15-20 gallons of
water.

7. Mulch (optional).

Place a 3-inch layer of mulch around the tree to help control weeds and prevent evaporation.
Push the mulch 5-6 inches away from the base of the trunk, because the trunk will rot if covered.

Watering

Give your tree 10-15 gallons of water once a week to help your tree
survive its first 3 years. Sprinklers are not enough! Check to see if the
soil at a depth of 2-3 inches to see if it is dry. If it is, fill a 5-gallon bucket
of water and gently pour into the tree berm 2-3 times.

Staking

1. Remove nursery stake.
When the tree is large enough, remove the stake that is tied against the
trunk. Fill the hole with soil.

2. Stake the tree if it cannot support itself.
Place larger stakes on the opposite sides of the tree. Ensure the stakes
don’t rub on any major branches. Pound stakes into the ground so they
are sturdy. Use flexible ties to secure the tree to the stakes.
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
